Home Tutoring Plus Guidelines

Before we speak with the students’ parents, it’s helpful if you’ve spoken with them and agreed upon the subjects to be tutored and the number of tutoring hours that you want. We recommend at least one hour per week per subject. We will do two subjects in an hour, but if the student is remedial it spreads the tutoring time quite thin. We prefer to concentrate on one subject so the student sees improvement as quickly as possible.  One-and-one-half hour sessions often work well with older students. Two siblings can sometimes share a 1- 1/2 hour session, each having 45 minutes, but in this case having lessons twice a week is almost critical. 

Our special rates for our charter schools are**:

· $45 per hour for basic subjects, math up to and including Algebra 1, CAHSEE preparation, beginning Spanish and French  

· $50 per hour for A/P, GED/SAT prep, levels 2 or higher of Spanish and French, or any level of other languages, math at Geometry and higher, high school sciences such as biology, chemistry and physics, specialty teachers (Special Education, Credentialed Reading Specialists, Lindamood-Bell, etc), and adult students 21 and over.

**These rates cover most areas. For those students who live outside Stockton, Modesto, or Manteca, please call to review rates. In some instances, a travel fee may have to be added for in-home service.

Once you’ve agreed upon the subjects and number of hours, we need to speak with the parents. Please call or email us with the following information:

· Parent’s name & phone number

· Student’s name, age, subject and grade level

· Number of hours per week and total number of sessions.

Other important notes: 

1) We have an 8-hour minimum per student (at least 1 hour per week). This is to insure that the student has time to progress. If you have a situation in which you feel an exception should be made, please talk to us. If you prefer to have less than 8 hours, add $5 to the hourly rate.

2) Email or call us to let us know that you’ve submitted paperwork for a particular student. This will ensure that we have enough time to place the student with a new tutor or to reserve time with the student’s existing tutor.

3) We will email you once the tutoring is arranged and will let you know how to contact the tutor.
