This letter is to inform you about the upcoming STAR test. You will be receiving specific dates and locations prior
to the holidays. We need commitment that your student will participate in STAR testing so that we can continue to
provide parent choice through Ocean Grove Charter School. Without your student’s participation our charter
school will cease to exist.

As a California public school, our charter school has certain requirements that must be followed in order to remain
in existence as an option for your student. One of the requirements is that we provide the state-mandated
assessments for our students each year. Effective January 1, 2005 the federal No Child Left Behind Act and AB
1137 (Assembly Bill 1137) mandate that we must have at least 95% of our student population test each year. Last
year, through all concerted efforts we reached the 95% participation goal. In addition to maintaining our
participation rate, however; we must increase our performance levels. The performance levels include: Below Basic,
Basic, Proficient, and Advanced. In keeping with the state's goal of all students scoring Proficient by 2014, this
year all students that score Basic or above in math and English will earn a reward. We must continue to reach this
goal every year in order to receive an acceptable school-wide report card so that our school continues in operation.
The school-wide report card is part of the state’s accountability system.

All students in grades 2-11 are required to attend the STAR testing. Please note that even if your 11th grade
student plans to graduate this year, he/she is still considered an 11th grader and must take the STAR. We are
doing all that we can to make this experience a positive one for your student. STAR testing this year should take
only 2-3 days depending on your student’s grade level.

Please complete the bottom portion of this letter and give it to your ES at your next meeting.. We are
working ahead of fime to resolve any STAR issues.
